4. Demonstrate financial need. The applicant’s FAFSA score is required.

5. Desire to pursue a degree or professional certificate in a construction related industry.

® Provide 2 letters of reference from adults who are not family members that describe how you will
succeed in the field of construction (forms are included.)

3. The scholarship is for tuition expenses and will be paid directly to the institution the student plans to
attend, not to an individual.
